Payroll Timesheet Entry in Version 7.30

A The new version 7.30 Report Man-

ager offers a page break by attribute
capability. 1t’slikely that we could
create an attribute for each funding
source and attach them to the appropri-
ate accounts. A simple report can then
be written that will page break on the
funding sources. Y ou could have, for
example, revenues and expenses for
funding sources on their own report
page. We’ll need to talk about the
setup options.

Y ou will no longer need
to go to Classic to enter those
time cards (now called time-
sheets). The new version works
well when entering single or
group timesheets. Below you
see atimesheet for hourly pay
(the earningsitemiscalled “H”).
Only the fields required for this
earnings item are available for
dataentry. In thiscase, you only

need to enter the hours and the
distribution table. Thefields
that aren’t used with this earn-
ingsitem are grayed out. The
tab key is used to move between
the open fields (the grayed out
fields are skipped). This makes
data entry much easier.

Error messages, that may
appear, will also be more Eng-
lish like!

Timesheet entry is now
much easier, and you can see all
of your entries for an employee
on one screen. The Classic time-
card entry screen will no longer
be accessible for timesheet entry.
We think you’ll like the new en-
try screen.

Did You Know?

Allocation Management. Sometimes,
within asingle allocation, it is not pos-
sibleto allocate to the correct accounts
using the repeat mask, table masks or
posting masks. In caseslike thisthe
answer may be to write severa individ-
ual allocations and to assign them to an
alocation “Group”. When you run the
allocation, choose to run the allocation
by Group, instead of individual aloca-

tion names. All of the alocations as-
signed to the group will execute at the
sametime.

Accounts Receivable. Revenue codes
(which record the receipt of money)
can perform simple allocations. When
you create one, you may specify that
percentages go to any number of ac-
counts. Inthisrespect it works similar
to how distribution tables allocate ex-

penses in Accounts Payable. Each
type of receipt can “alocate” its
amounts using its own percentage dis-
tribution.

Budget Preparation. Budget Prep can
manage more than one budget cycle at
the sametime. Each cycle may be mul-
tipleyearsin length.
